Looking at the results one can see that the majority or the respondents (53%) do not agree with
cuthanasia, yet 69% still think it’s acceptable if the patient wishes it, or under special circumstances. Only
13% indicate that euthanasia unacceptable under any conditions. Most respondents (55%) indicate they do
not know how euthanasia is practiced, and 85% believe they would never participate in the act of
cuthanasia themselves. Of the objections against euthanasia, ethics scored the highest (57%), followed by
legal issues (29%); only 2% of the respondents believed that age should be a consideration.
